This trial is open to all dogs fi fteen (15) months of age or older that are registered with the 
American Kennel Club or that have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred Alternative Listing/
Indefi nite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine Partners listing number, or are ap-
proved Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds.

As described in Chapter 1, Section 21 of the Regulations for Agility Trials, a dog which is 
entered in a Novice A class for which it is not eligible may be moved to Novice B. In addition, 
if notifi cation has been received in writing from the AKC after closing that a dog is not eligible 
for a class entered, the dog may be moved to the correct class. The request for the move must 
be made at least 30 minutes prior to the start of the trial. If a VMO or Field Representative at 
a trial measures a dog into a height other than what they entered, the entry may be changed 
from Regular to Preferred or from Preferred to Regular, as long as the dog has not run any 
classes that day. If the dog has already run, the change may be made for the next trial day(s).

The Event Center is available for set up starting at 6 am on Monday, September 16.  
Trial hours are 7:00 am to 30 minutes after completion.
Ring size: 90’ x 115’.
Electronic timing will be used at this trial.
The building is climate-controlled.  There is plenty of close parking and crate space.  Please 

bring chairs, crates and water for your dogs, and clean up supplies.
No strollers or playpens will be allowed in the building.
NO SMOKING or VAPING is allowed in the building.
Dogs may not be left in the building overnight.
No outside food or beverages (including alcohol) may be brought into the Event Center.

Notice to Exhibitors
The safety of the dogs is our primary concern.  By entering this trial, exhibitors acknowledge 

that they are familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport and that their dogs are 
familiar with and able to perform all obstacles safely.

Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualifi ed, excused, or 
barred from competition by action of the Event Committee.

The Curly-Coated Retriever Club of America (CCRCA) may cancel this event in extreme 
weather conditions.

Entry fees will not be refunded if the trial cannot be opened or completed by reason of riots, 
civil disturbance, fi re, an act of God, public emergency, an act of a public enemy, or any 
other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee.
